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INTRODUCTION

Morehead State University’s undergraduate programs in education are based on the premise that mastery of the discipline of teaching is an on-going, life-long process.  The university’s role in the process is to provide undergraduate education programs designed to 1) develop in new teachers a broad knowledge of the history and foundations of education; 2) promote their understanding of the developmental and learning needs of their students; and 3) enable them to become effective educators in a variety of settings.  The sum of this enterprise is to prepare beginning teachers for career-long efforts as effective and self-reflective practitioners.  The Bachelor of Science program in Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education exemplifies this premise.


     Because Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education addresses the needs of infants and young children from birth through age 5, it is necessary for beginning teachers in early childhood education to develop knowledge and skills not only in working with children throughout this age range, but also in working effectively with parents, teachers and a variety of other specialized practitioners.  The Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education program at Morehead State University emphasizes this interrelated context by focusing on the collaborative nature of early childhood education.  

I. CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK        

The Bachelor of Science in Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education is integrated into the conceptual schema provided by the College of Education’s framework of Educators as Architects: Designing environments where students construct knowledge and develop skills (http://msucoe.org/conceptframe.html).  Within this conceptual model the undergraduate programs in the Department of Elementary, Reading, and Special Education provide a foundation of teacher preparation to nurture the development of beginning teachers (birth to Primary) (http://msucoe.org/conceptframe3.html):

       Central to this developmental process is demonstrated growth in mastery of the areas of knowledge and skills outlined in the New Teacher Standards for Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education resulted in the Kentucky Education Reform Act of 1990 (KERA).  These standards provide a valuable framework for the beginning professional development of early childhood educators by underscoring that the best teachers:

1) Design and plan instruction in a variety of appropriate settings for infants and young children;

2) Create and maintain appropriate learning environments that accurately reflect both developmentally appropriate practice and the individual needs of children;

3) Implement and manage instruction in ways that acknowledge and respect both developmental tendencies and individual differences among children;

4) Assess and communicate assessment results effectively to parents and colleagues;

5) Reflect on teaching and other professional practices by constantly reviewing and, when necessary, modifying their behaviors;

6) Collaborate effectively with parents, colleagues and other professionals by practicing good communication skills and demonstrating sensitivity to others’ concerns and input;

7) Engage in professional development in a variety of appropriate ways;

8) Support families by acknowledging their important role in planning appropriate services and interventions for young children; and

9) Demonstrate appropriate implementation of technology in their professional practices.

To perform these complex and interrelated functions, a range of knowledge and experiences are required.  The undergraduate program in Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education in the Department of Elementary, Reading, and Special Education at Morehead State University is structured around these New Teacher Standards and is designed to develop skills in each of these areas.  As the following excerpts from course syllabi indicate, the conceptual framework is embedded in IECE program courses in a variety of ways:
1)  EDF 207 (Foundations of Education) 

While an introductory course of this nature will contribute indirectly to all of Kentucky’s New Teacher Standards (NTS), it most heavily focuses on issues related to the following NTS:


Standard I:  Designs/Plans Instruction.

· Candidates observe in real classrooms.  

· Candidates participate in a variety of clinical activities.

· Candidates develop and present a technology-based interactive instructional/assessment session.


2)  HS 254  (Preschool Administration)

Course Goal

The primary goal of this course is to prepare candidates for an administrative role in early childhood education programs.  The course includes a holistic approach to early childhood program development and evaluation.  

(NTS 1, 2 & 9)

Course Objectives

The course includes the following specific objectives:

· To develop preschool program leadership and administrative skills 

(NTS 1& 3)
· To foster an advocacy position for quality early childhood programs 

(NTS 7)
· To develop program management skills that include financial planning and staff development (NTS 2, 3, 4 & 9)
· To foster an awareness of the legal issues facing early childhood programs 

(NTS 4 & 9)

· To increase understanding of the important role of working with parents and families in early childhood education (NTS 4 & 6)
· To develop an awareness of community relations and outreach in early childhood programs (NTS 4, 7 & 8)

3)  HS 257  (Care and Development:  Prenatal, Infants and Toddlers)

Course Objectives

· To develop an understanding of the importance of prenatal development, 

      including gestational stages and the need for adequate maternal care 


(NTS 1 & 2)

· To explore the process of birth, including the stages of labor and possible 

      complications of labor and delivery (NTS 1 & 2)

· To develop an understanding of the needs of the newborn infant, including typical development as well as that of at risk and special needs neonates 


(NTS 3)

· To understand the typical development of infants in motor, sensory and 

perceptual, cognitive, communication, social and emotional domains (NTS 1 & 3)

· To understand the important role parents and families play in infant and toddler development, including the effects of factors such as poverty, homelessness and violence on the young child (NTS 8)

· To explore the importance of collaboration in providing services for infants and toddlers and their families (NTS 6 & 8)


4)  IECE 301 (At-Risk Infants and Toddlers)

This course addresses development and difficulties experienced by at-risk infants and toddlers, as well as early intervention approaches to be used with them.


     
Objectives:

· Each candidate will be knowledgeable about causes of difficulties experienced by at-risk infants and toddlers. (NTS 1 & 3)


· Each candidate will be knowledgeable about medical intervention during the  

      infant/toddler period. (NTS 4 & 8)

· Each candidate will be knowledgeable about transdisciplinary intervention during the infant/toddler period. (NTS 6 & 8)

· Each candidate will be knowledgeable about program alternatives for at-risk infants and toddlers. (NTS 5, 7 & 8)

· Each candidate will be knowledgeable about the needs and role of parents in early intervention and in the development of the child. (NTS 6 & 8)

5)
IECE 412 (The Role of the Teacher:  Designing the Implementation of Creative Play Activities for Young Children)

The purpose of this course is to provide the candidate with a knowledge base concerning creative play activities and their effects on the physical, intellectual, emotional and social development of young children.  It will focus on various types of creative play activities and developmentally appropriate methods of implementing them. (NTS 1, 2 & 3)


6)  HS 457 (Parenting)

The primary goal of this course is to develop an understanding of the complex forms parenting can take in contemporary society and thus to prepare candidates to work effectively with parents in a variety of settings.  The focus is on current models of parenting and includes both theoretical issues as well as practical applications. (NTS 4, 6 & 8)


7)  HS 467 (Trends and Issues in Early Childhood Education)  

The primary goal of this course is to familiarize candidates with current issues affecting early childhood education.  Through the study of demographic and historical changes in early education, candidates will develop an understanding of contemporary trends and a greater appreciation for the advocacy role in early childhood education. (NTS 5 & 7)

Course Objectives

This course includes the following specific objectives:

· To develop an understanding of the historical foundations of contemporary early childhood issues (NTS 5 & 7)

· To develop informed positions on trends affecting early education 



(NTS 3 & 7)

· To critically examine contemporary economic and social policies that affect early childhood education (NTS 5, 6 & 7)

· To foster an awareness of the importance of advocacy for families and children (NTS 4 & 8)


As these excerpts from course syllabi indicate, the conceptual framework and NTS are embedded in the Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education degree program in a variety of ways.

II. PROGRAM EXPERIENCES

Graduates of this program must demonstrate substantial growth in the skill and knowledge base of the New Teacher Standards for Preparation and Certification: Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education Birth to Primary (The Kentucky Education Professional Department of Education, 1995).  

Field Experiences

Clinical and Field Experiences occur at four levels:  Level 1 experiences occur in introductory theory courses and involve the candidates in observations and participation in classrooms and other public school settings; Level II experiences occur in applied theory and introductory pedagogy courses and involve the candidates in further observation followed by application with individual students or small groups; Level III experiences occur in methods courses where candidates work in public school classrooms to teach small and large groups of students; and, Level IV experiences are clinical experiences consisting of student teaching.  The following table shows how these experiences are embedded in courses in this program.

KERA Initiatives

As each has been developed and put forth to the education community, the KERA initiatives (Learner Goals and Expectations, Program of Studies, P-12, and Core Content for Assessment/CATS) have become critical components within the curricular framework of IECE undergraduate program.  Since KERA Initiatives in the areas of Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education encompasses a commitment to NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children)'s philosophy and its practices (http://www.kde.state.ky.us/osle/extend/preschool/default.asp) candidates who progress through this program are offered numerous opportunities to investigate and reflect upon how NAEYC guidelines (KERA Initiatives) have an impact on both their students’ learning and their own instruction.  Because of the pervasive nature of these initiatives and the importance of each in classroom instruction, they are embedded into all courses.  This is most evident in those courses in which students design and plan instruction, create and maintain learning environments, assess and communicate learning results, and reflect and evaluate teaching and learning.  Within these courses, candidates consider the overall goals provided by the Commonwealth of Kentucky and design developmentally appropriate practices to reach the highest goal: “All children can learn at high levels.”

Course Descriptions

HS 253. Child Growth and Development. (3-2-4); I. Behav​ioral characteristics in growth and development; positive approach to child guidance; importance of the role of parents and child care givers. Directed practicum in observation of pre​school children.

HS 254. Preschool Administration. (3-2-4); II. Taught alternate years. Prerequisite: HS 253. The study of the organization and administration of pre-school programs; role of parenthood education; supervised experiences in planning and guiding children’s activities in a pre-school program.

HS 257. Care and Development: Prenatal, Infants, and Toddlers. (3-0-3). Taught alternate years. Prerequisite:
HS 251or consent of instructor. Prenatal and postnatal care for mothers, development of the fetus and care of the infant through two years of age.

HS 354. Preschool Programs and Environments. (2-2-3); I. The research and study of early childhood development curriculum models, activities, plans and implement programs in a variety of environments.

HS 358. Public Policy for Children and Families. (3-0-3); II. The study of principles that direct action, how public issues affect quality of life in varying ways for children and families, and the need for citizen involvement in public policy to strengthen the democratic process.


HS 457. Parenting. (3-0-3); Taught alternate years. Prerequisite: 253 or consent of instructor. An examination of the parental roles in regard to current challenges, problems, and issues. Early intervention and family center relationships emphasized.

HS 467. Trends and Issues in Early Childhood Development. (1-0-1); II. The study of current trends and issues relevant to early childhood development with a consideration of historical, social, legal, ethical, political, legislative and health policies that impact on the early child development practicum. Taken prior to or during the professional semester.

PHED 311. Movement Exploration. (2-2-3); I, II, III. Child-centered program with the demonstration of methods whereby a child may learn to move experimentally, expressively, and efficiently.

EDF 207. Foundations of Education. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Orientation for students considering teaching as a career. Course will survey the scientific, historic, philosophic, and social foundations of the teaching profession. (Laboratory experiences an integral part of course.)

IECE 301. At-Risk Infants and Toddlers I. (3-0-3); I. Development and causes of difficulties experienced by at-risk infants and toddlers, as well as early intervention approaches to be used with these children and their families.

IECE 345. Preschool Programs for Special Needs Children. (3-1-3); II. This course will encompass the characteristics, needs, and assessment of exceptional children during the preschool years.  Needs and involvement of families will be an important emphasis.

IECE 410. The Role of the Teacher: Designing Language and Cognitive Activities for Diverse Groups. (3-0-3); I. One of a block of three courses that will focus on knowledge, skills, and methodology necessary to develop the role of the early childhood teacher.
The focus of this course is the development of cognitive and language activities.

IECE 411. The Role of the Teacher: Creating a Learning Environment for Diverse Groups. (3-2-2); I. How the learning environment is established to provide optimal learning experiences and to guide children in developing responsible behavior.

IECE 412. The Role of the Teacher: Designing the Implementation Creative Play Activities for Young Children. (3-1-3); I. The role of the early childhood teacher in implementing creative play activities for young children from birth to age five. 

IECE 425. Practiced Student Teaching. (12 credit hours); I, II, III. Prerequisite: Admission to Teacher Education Program. Placement in an approved preschool setting on the basis of one week placement for each credit hour unit.

IECE 457. Professional Assessment. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisites: IECE 301, IECE 345, IECE 410, IECE 411, and IECE 412. This course has two components: assessment and certification portfolio preparation. Final course for students in the IECE certification preparation program, prior to the professional semester. Students will complete assessment for certification and finalize and professionalize their certification portfolio. Assessments required for teacher certification will be administered in this course.

EDEM 499C. Student Teaching Seminar. (3-0-3); I, II. 

Senior capstone course required for students seeking teacher certification.  An application of previous learning in development of effective instructional strategies, human interaction skills, classroom management, and use of technology; an orientation to the student teaching semester and the role of responsible teaching in the public school.

IV. ASSESSMENT

Consistent with the pedagogical balance expressed in the “Educator as Architect” theme, both traditional academic assessments and more authentic assessments are used throughout teacher education programs.  In addition to a wide variety of individual course assessments, all teacher education programs include entrance assessments, on-going assessments, and exit assessments. All three levels include traditional academic measures, considerations of dispositions, and documentation of candidate performance on authentic tasks. The culminating assessment is a portfolio of candidate work over the course of his/her program, completed and submitted during the student teaching semester. (NCATE Conceptual Framework Morehead State University, p17-18).  

Assessment of candidates: 


All IECE candidates are engaged in a continuing process of on-going assessment in every course they take as part of their program.  Mastery of the New Teacher standards for Interdisciplinary Early childhood Education and the essential competencies outlined in the previous section are assessed throughout the program. Program faculty require candidates to demonstrate mastery based on implementation of key concepts in authentic settings, thus enabling the faculty to use techniques other than traditional procedures to assess progress.  While all IECE candidates are continually assessed, information about their qualification and progress is examined at two specific points during their work.

Admission to TEP program
IECE teacher education candidates must complete thirty (30) semester hours of general education requirements prior to being eligible for admission to the TEP. All candidates must have completed: 

a) Minimum of 30 semester hours to include: 

PSY 154, SPCH 108, ENG 100 & 200 and EDF 207 & 211 (or HS 253 in lieu of EDF 211).  

* Minimum grade of "C" is required in each course. 

* Minimum overall grade point average of 2.50 on All course work completed at Morehead state University and other accredited and approved institutions.

b) The candidate must secure a copy of his/her transcript from the Registrar’s Office to accompany the application;

c) The candidate must complete a writing sample prior to the TEP admission interview;

d) The candidate must receive a positive recommendation from the College Admission Interview Committee;

e) The candidate must meet T.E.P. admission requirement. 

Writing Sample:

All candidates making application for admission to the Teacher Education Program (TEP) must schedule a writing sample prior to interviewing for admission to the program. The writing sample will be administered two (2) times during the academic year, once during the Fall Semester and once during the Spring Semester. The time(s) and location for the writing sample will be posted at various places on campus. NO CANDIDATE MAY INTERVIEW FOR ADMISSION TO THE PROGRAM UNTIL THE WRITING SAMPLE IS COMPLETED. Candidates who have questions regarding the time and/or dates for the writing sample may obtain information from the Educational Service Unit, 801 Ginger Hall. The writing sample will become a part of the portfolio for admission to TEP.

Formal Application Procedure:

The portfolio is to include:

*These items cannot be older than one year old at the time of the candidate's application to the Teacher Education Program and must be from instructors who have taught the candidate in courses other than MSU 101.  After the portfolio has been screened and the writing sample has been completed, the candidate will take the portfolio, which will include the writing sample, to the Chairperson of Admissions Interview Committee of their college to establish an interview time. Following the interview the portfolio is to be returned to the Teacher Education Admissions Coordinator by the Chairperson of the Interview Committee.

Admission Interview Committee:

The interview committee interviews each teacher education applicant and make a recommendation to the University Teacher Education Committee on the applicant’s academic, professional and personal fitness to become a teacher.  Candidates must score at least 35 points on their interview before their interview committee can recommend them for admission.  All members of the committee must sign interview committee forms. 

Retention requirements: 

Retention in the Teacher Education Program is dependent upon the maintenance of the levels of performance required for admission.  Any candidate denied admission to, or suspended form, the Teacher Education Program may reapply for admission once each semester through the Teacher Education Admissions Coordinator.  Candidates charged with violations of criminal law be suspended from the Teacher education Program.  

Program Completion

In order to be awarded this degree, the candidates must complete the following:

f) Satisfy general degree requirements;

g) Complete all program requirement as outlined on the signed program check sheet;

h) Develop the competencies indicated on the following page.
