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I. CONCEPTUAL FRAMEWORK

Unit Overview

Educators as Architects is the theme of the conceptual framework of the Professional Education Unit at Morehead State University. The word “educator” has been chosen because it encompasses the variety of roles graduates from the unit might fulfill in school-based settings: teacher, administrator, or school counselor. The term “architect” is used because it elicits thoughts about the creative process educators engage in when designing, planning, and constructing learning environments. Educators, when viewed as architects, can therefore be viewed as persons who create, plan, and construct environments to nurture and support students in order to ensure optimal learning. Educators who have, in addition, developed a knowledge, skill, and disposition base that is consistent with the expectations of the New and Experienced Teacher Standards are expected to make the strongest teachers.

Morehead State University's graduate programs in education are based on the premise that mastery of the discipline of teaching is an on-going life-long process. This program is designed to 1) deepen experienced teacher's knowledge in their area of specialization, 2) increase their understanding of the developmental and learning needs of their students; and 3) enable them to become conversant with the research literature in their area. The sum of this enterprise is to enhance their career-long effort to become a more effective self-reflective practitioner.

This program is integrated into the conceptual schema provided by the College of Education and Behavioral Sciences framework of the Educators as Architects: Within this conceptual model the graduate programs in the Department of Leadership & Secondary Education build on the foundation of teacher preparation to nurture the development of mature and effective experienced teachers. Central to this developmental process is demonstrated growth in mastery of the areas of knowledge and skill outlined in the Experienced Teacher Standards (KY Dept. of Education, 1994) These standards provide the framework for the ongoing professional development of teachers by underscoring that competent teachers:

1. Provide professional leadership within the school, community, and education profession to improve student learning and well being;

2. Demonstrate content knowledge of their own discipline(s) and in application(s) to other disciplines;

3. Design/plan instruction that develops students' abilities related to the core academic expectations;

4. Creates/maintains learning climates that support the students' abilities related to the core academic expectations;

5. Implements/manages instruction that develops the students' abilities related to the core academic expectations;

6. Assesses & communicates learning results to students and others with respect to students' progress related to the core academic expectations;

7. Reflects on and evaluates teaching and learning;

8. Collaborates with colleagues, parents, and others to design, implement, and support programs that develop the students' abilities related to the core academic expectations; and 

9. Evaluates their own overall performance in relation to learner goals and implements a professional development plan.

10. Develop and implement technology in the classroom environment.

To perform these complex, interrelated functions a range of knowledge and experiences are required. Typically the graduate experience in the Department of Leadership & Secondary at Morehead State University are structured around these five areas designed to develop the experienced teachers' base of knowledge:

1. Studies dealing with research to enhance the teacher's ability as a reflective practitioner and consumer of educational research, including action research in the schools;

2. Studies dealing with the foundations of education and the nature and psychology of the learner;

3. Studies related to the refinement and development of educational practice within the schools; 

4. Individually selected electives designed to enhance the student's content area and/or pedagogical knowledge and skills; and

5. Content related course of study to strengthen expertise in a teaching discipline. The content area courses are based on the learned society guidelines for that particular discipline.
II.
PROGRAM EXPERIENCES

Graduates of this program must demonstrate substantial growth in the skill and knowledge base of the Experienced Teacher Standards for Preparation and Certification (Kentucky State Department of Education, 1994). Experienced teacher growth in his or her profession is a holistic undertaking that cannot be narrowly confined to a single aspect of professional development. Hence, it cannot realistically be said that a single graduate course will lead to mastery of any of the standards. Neither does an effective graduate course narrowly focus on only one of the standards. In truth, the graduate course in education continually nurtures critical reflection and growth across the full spectrum of behaviors associated with quality teaching and outlined in the Experienced Teacher Standards. The Secondary Education Fifth Year program at Morehead State University aims for this comprehensive approach to professional growth for its graduate students. However, each course in the graduate program has a point of emphasis, which will enable the student to focus a bit more discretely on his or her growth in the skills associated with specific standards. The grids following this section outline those education courses or program components that place a particular emphasis on specific Experienced Teacher Standards. In addition, there is a range of opportunities for professional growth available through a group of possible elective courses. These elective options are shown on the Experienced Teacher Standards matrix and the course options outlined in the program planning check-sheets included at the end of this program review:

Students in the Graduate Secondary Education program enroll in courses in a content area to strengthen their teaching competency in a particular subject area. Complementing the generic skills outlined in the Experienced Teacher Standards are the knowledge bases identified by the learned societies of the respective content areas: NCTM, NCTE, NSTA, NCSS, etc. as critical for a teacher working in education. Based on review of these guidelines, the faculty at Morehead State University has identified the following group of essential competencies for individuals completing our graduate program in secondary education.

1. Values, philosophy, professional ethics and ethical decision making in working with students.

2. Foundations of practice in education.

3. Knowledge of major legislation, litigation, regulation, rights, responsibilities, and advocacy in education.

4. Physical, psychological, social, emotional, and etiological issues in education of learners.

5. Design, implementation, and interpretation of varied assessment strategies used in education.

6. Design and implementation of research-based systematic instructional procedures for basic skills and the content areas.

7. Design, implementation, and evaluation of positive techniques for behavior management.

8. Creating a safe, positive, and supportive learning environment; using strategies for inclusion of all students, including multi-cultural issues.

9. Effectively using technology in instruction, designing accommodations and professional development.

10. Design, implementation, and evaluation of programs and strategies that result in and enhance social participation of students and responsible group memberships.

11. Design and implementation of programs and strategies that result in students gaining skill in problem solving, higher order thinking skills, and integration of knowledge across disciplines.

12. Collaboration and communication with colleagues, related services personnel, parents and community members to develop individual student programs that effectively include the students in diverse environments.

13. Forming an effective partnership with families as active participants in the educational team.

14. Design and management of educational program, across the age span, which lead to successful transition into adult life.

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III. 
ASSESSMENT

All graduate students are engaged in a continuing process of on-going assessment in every course they take as part of their program. Mastery of the Experienced Teachers Standards and the essential competencies outlined in the previous section are assessed throughout the program. All of the courses taught in the Department of Leadership & Secondary Education and many of the courses taught in other departments take as a given that the students are currently employed as teachers. Program faculty consistently calls on students to demonstrate mastery based on implementation of key concepts in their own classrooms. This enables the faculty to use techniques other than traditional examinations to assess progress. As demonstrated in the accompanying matrix, every component of this program uses various forms of traditional and authentic assessment procedures.

While all graduate students are continually assessed, information about their qualification and progress is synthesized at three specific points during the student's career.

1. Admission to graduate studies. The first assessment occurs when students apply for formal unconditional admission to the graduate program. The requirements for unconditional admission are as follows:

a.
General admission to graduate study. 



b.
A minimum of 9 semester hours of undergraduate credits in professional education. Completion of teacher certification requirements must be completed before the student can be admitted to the Fifth Year in Secondary Education program.


c.
A minimum of 650 on the Graduate Record Examination (verbal and quantitative)


d.
A minimum of 2.50 undergraduate grade point average and 3.00 graduate.

2.
Program completion. In order to be awarded this degree the students must complete the following:


a.
Satisfy general degree requirements.


b.
If a student has not become unconditionally admitted after completing twelve graduate hours, he/she will not be allowed to register for additional hours.


c.
Complete all program requirements as outlined on the signed program check sheet.


d.
Maintain a 3.00 GPA in all courses taken after the program. Any student who receives a grade of "C" in more than two graduate courses will immediately be dropped form the program.



e.
Complete the final comprehensive written examination. The test is scheduled with the MSU Testing Center and should be taken early enough to assure the return of scores prior to the end of the semester in which the degree is to be awarded. The written examination can be taken only twice.

IV. ASSESSMENT OF PROGRAM:

Assessment of the Fifth Year program was conducted on exit exams taken during 2000-2002. Too few exams existed 

to make a complete analysis of program objective achievement. However, nearly all students in the program did pass

their exit exam and successfully complete their bid for Rank II.

V. FIELD EXPERIENCE:

Field experience is largely limited by the fact that a good number of students enrolled in this program are working 7-12 teachers. Therefore, field experience has been conducted with available populations within schools. In EDF 610, Advanced Human Growth and Development, requires that students will keep weekly (typed) journals that relate their real world observations to the developmental theories being studied.  Students without a current teaching assignment or substitute position contact the instructor to arrange for the field experience that will be necessary to meet this requirement. In EDSE 683 (an Internet course), the American Secondary School, students are required to interview a local educator who has made a significant impact on the local school community and develop a “biosketch” of the person. This biosketch is then published onto the Internet for all class members to see. Students in Web supported and Internet courses such as EDSE 634, Secondary School Curriculum, are given field experience by visiting other schools, listening to other experiences in curriculum and teaching, and evaluating new curriculum research. Students then reflect on their experiences within the context of the course materials and their own teaching.

REQUIREMENTS FOR FIFTH YEAR PROGRAM
1.
The minimum requirement for the program is 36 semester hours.

2.
No undergraduate courses can be accepted in the Fifth Year.

3.
The student should meet with the advisor during the semester of admission to plan the program of study. Elective courses completed before a program of study is established without written advisor approval may not be counted in the program.

4.
At least 12 hours of Specialized Teaching Area courses must be graduate level.

5.
A minimum of 24 semester hours must be earned in regular organized classes other then television, Directed Study, or Directed Research. No more than 6 hours of Directed Study and/or Directed Research may be counted toward the program.

6.
The advisor may authorize the completion of a maximum of six semester hours of the program at an accredited four-year college.

7.
All students must successfully pass a written comprehensive exam. The exam may be taken after completion of 27 semester hours. Students failing the exam may make two (2) subsequent attempts - one per semester. Students who fail to successfully pass will be required to take additional coursework before they can retake the exam.

8.
Applications for Kentucky Certification and/or change of rank are available in the Graduate Office and should be obtained during the final semester of the certification/rank program.

9.
Students have a maximum of ten (10) years to complete the program.

10.
Students must meet all other program requirements as stated in the Graduate Catalog.
