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This program prepares the candidates for Kentucky certification as teachers of students with moderate and severe disabilities at all grade levels (P-12).  In addition to the single certification described in this program review candidates have the option of simultaneously pursuing additional certifications in either elementary (P-5), middle grades (5-9), or learning and behavior disorders (P-12) by completing the requirements described in those program reviews.  

I. Conceptual Framework

A. Conceptual Framework

See College’s statement of the conceptual framework.

B. Program Relation to Conceptual Framework

The special education program and Morehead State University sees the conceptual framework as particularly appropriate metaphor for the role of the special education teacher in today's schools.  "Educators as architects: designing environments where students construct knowledge and develop skills;” calls on our candidates and faculty to reflect critically on the basic concept of access.  Accessibility lies at the heart of special education in the United States.  Since 1975, a free appropriate public education has been mandated for all handicapped children.  With the 1997 revisions of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act the intent of this requirement has been underscored by a very explicit emphasis on access to the general curriculum: 

…As used in this part, the term special education means specially designed instruction, at no cost to the parents, to meet the unique needs of a child with a disability…
(3) Specially-designed instruction means adapting, as appropriate to the needs of an eligible child under this part, the content, methodology, or delivery of instruction--
(i) To address the unique needs of the child that result from the child's disability; and 
(ii) To ensure access of the child to the general curriculum, so that he or she can meet the educational standards within the jurisdiction of the public agency that apply to all children.  (20 U.S.C. 1401(25)  

While some see this as a “new" focus in the 1997 reauthorization, in truth it has been at the foundation of special education since its inception is a federal mandate in 1975.  In 1975, the issue for students with disabilities was getting into door -- basic access.  Twenty-five plus years of experience has taught us to expect more than that for students with disabilities:  The expectation for students with disabilities is the same as the expectation for all students: high achievement.

The research literature in special education has consistently demonstrated that the nature of the learning environment can contribute to the success and the acceptance of students with disabilities.  As it says in the conceptual framework document the metaphor of the architect is used because it nicely captures the critical role of the teacher in designing, planning, and constructing environments that focus on fostering optimal student learning.  This resonates with those of us in special education who have long struggled with the concept of the least restrictive environment as a hallmark of special education and United States.  Indeed, the concept of the least restrictive environment tries to strike a balance between the demands of a regular class and the unique learning needs of the student with a disability.  At its root, the least restrictive environment is defined as the optimal learning environment for each unique individual.

At the dawn of the 21st century, this challenge is one that has become best encapsulated in the concept of inclusion.  Inclusion is the idea that all students  belong and all students are members of the school community.  No individual difference should be a basis for differential treatment within this accepting community.

Traditionally special education has been associated with a behaviorist paradigm of teaching.  Increasingly forward-looking educators throughout the country have challenged this mechanistic approach to the educational enterprise.  In our program, we have adopted a social ecological approach that is exactly congruent with our overriding metaphor of educators as architects.  From this perspective, a disability is simply a physical or psychological condition which person has.  It becomes a "handicap" only when that person encounter in environment that requires him or her to do something that they are unable to do.  Guided by this perspective faculty and candidates together examine the social environment of the school to identify factors that enhance or hamper student acceptance, participation, and success.  

Within this framework, there are four critical ideas: access, participation, inclusion, and preparation for adult life.  The following briefly explores each of these four ideas that flow from our conceptual framework and demonstrates how they are linked with critical outcomes for teachers and students with disabilities.

Access.  The concept of access simply captures the fact that the student with a disability needs to be able to enter the school and classroom as a first step towards learning.  This requires the teacher in training to become adept at analyzing the environment to diagnose both physical and attitudinal barriers to participation.  Maslow's hierarchy of need makes it clear that no human being is capable of achieving if they are not accepted as a valued human being.  Beyond answering questions about stereotypical attitudes and physical access the teacher also must develop skills related to more subtle aspects of the classroom environment that hamper student learning.  Among these are issues such as the form in which information is presented and access to technological supports that will assist students with special needs.

Participation.  It is one thing to get one's foot or one's wheelchair in the door; it is another thing to engage with others in the educational enterprise.  This requires a teacher to be attune to the myriad ways in which students with disabilities are limited in their ability to fully participate in what goes on in the school.  If special education becomes the "greenhouse" or "plastic bubble” that encapsulates students with disabilities, they never will be challenged to reach their highest potential nor will they be fully accepted by their peers.  This requires the teacher to structure of activities within the classroom and use of resources such as instructional aides in ways that support participation.  Two skills critical to achieving participation are collaboration and accommodation.  Developing skills in forming collaborative relationships with colleagues in regular education and related services is central to our special education program.  In a like manner today's teacher in special education has to be skilled at analyzing learning tasks to design the accommodations which will allow the student with special needs to do his or her best.
Inclusion.  Access, participation, collaboration, and accommodations all lay the groundwork for inclusion.  However, this is more than a simple linear equation.  Inclusion is more than the sum of its parts.  All that discussed about up to this point simply lays the foundation for the possibility of full acceptance and student success.  Inclusion is not an educational strategy it is an educational outcome.  The teacher strives to create in environment in which all our accepted and all contribute.  Within the inclusive school, the numerous factors that defined the human condition such as gender, race, religion, economic background, and differential ability are seen as enhancing not detracting from the learning experience of all.  

Preparation for adult life.  It is critical that all teachers have a sense of direction.  All that we do in schools is geared towards preparing our candidates to be valued contributing members of our communities.  The academic expectations for all Kentucky students provide us with a compass in setting this direction.  The value of an ecological perspective on education is that it requires the teacher to continually ask “why am I doing what I am doing?”  The bottom-line answer to this question is “I am engaged in the enterprise of preparing young people for life beyond the classroom.”  It is critical for the student with a disability to be prepared to meet the challenges the everyday life will present.  Similarly, all students must be prepared for the complexities of a world filled with human difference.  The special education program at Morehead State University strive to develop the kinds of “architects” who can build the ramps that will lead all of their future students to success.

C. Excerpts from Syllabi Illustrating Conceptual Framework

· The course objectives and competencies of EDSP 230 extensively address the philosophical, psychological, and social fundamentals that comprise one strand of the unit’s conceptual framework, Teachers as Architects. Additionally, the course includes a field experience, and requires candidates to observe, reflect upon, and discuss issues concerning pedagogical knowledge and skills, thereby exposing the teacher candidates to all three strands of the conceptual framework. (EDSP 230)
· Conceptual framework.  The education of a teacher should be organized around a central mission which gives direction and coordination to the process.  The central theme of the Morehead State University conceptual framework is the role of the teacher in creating an environment that fosters learning.  The critical interaction between the characteristics of the students and the environments within which they must function is consistently emphasized under the topic of accommodation which is addressed throughout the course.   (EDSP 370)

Conceptual Framework
 “ Some people see a locked door and turn away. Some people see a locked door, hunt for a key and being unable to find one turn away. Some people see a locked door, hunt for a key and being unable to find one – make one”  Morehead State University’s educational philosophy embodies the concept that teachers are architects and builders of today’s youth.  (EDSP 356)

II. Program Experiences

Graduates of the program for teachers of students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities (MSD) at Morehead State University will demonstrate mastery of the following:

· The common core of knowledge and skill for all beginning special education teachers as defined by the Council for Exceptional Children, 

· The knowledge and skills for all beginning special education teachers of students with disabilities in individualized independence curriculums, and

· Kentucky’s New Teachers Standards.

This goal is achieved through the following rated series of classroom and field experiences that assure that the teacher in training connects knowledge directly to application.

	EDF 207. Foundations of Education. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Orientation for students considering teaching as a career. Course will survey the scientific, historic, philosophic, and social foundations of the teaching profession. Laboratory experiences are an integral part of course.

	EDF 211. Human Growth and Development. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisite: PSY 154. Survey of developmental patterns from birth to adolescence and their implications for elementary and secondary teachers. Laboratory experiences are an integral part of course.

	EDEL 301. Media Strategies. (2-2-2); I, II. Introduction to educational media. Principles of utilization and hands-on experience with hardware and software. Basic production projects also required.

	EDEE 305. Learning Theories and Practices in Early Elementary. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisites: EDF 207, 211, PSY 154. A comprehensive study of contemporary developments in the field of early elementary education including the applications of learning theories to classroom practices; the historical and philosophical origins of current curricular content and practices in early education; and an examination of research findings; study of the impact of familial, economic, and social factors on school performance of learners in the P-5 range.

	EDEM 330. Foundations of Reading. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisite: 24 semester hours including EDF 207 and 211, EDSP 230, EDEE 305 or EDMG 306, and EDEE 327 or EDMG 347. (Orientation/Exploration, Preparation Level Industrial Education and Vocational Family and Consumer Science students are exempt from prerequisites not required in their program). An explanation of the developmental aspects of the reading process in grades P-9 in terms of instruction, assessment, materials, and classroom organization.

	EDEE 321. Teaching Math in Early Elementary Grades. (3- 0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisites: admission to TEP, EDEM 330 and MATH 231. Co-requisite: MATH 232. Effective presentation of essential number concepts to the learner, child centered emphasis on functional arithmetic and its application. Laboratory experiences in early elementary grades are an integral part of this course. 

	EDEE 323. Language Arts for Early Elementary. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisites: admission to TEP, EDEE 327 and EDEM 330. Role of language arts in the early elementary curriculum. Diagnosis of children’s communications skills, needs, and subsequent teaching techniques are central to the course. Areas of emphasis include language development, listening and thinking skills, speaking, written expression, spelling, and handwriting. Clinical and field experiences are an integral part of this course. 

	EDEE 331. Reading for Early Elementary Teachers. (3-0-3); I, II, III. Prerequisites: EDEM 330, EDF 207 and 211, and admission to TEP. Material and methods of teaching basic reading skills in grades P-5. Students are taught how to teach subskills of reading readiness, vocabulary development, comprehension, and study skills. Assessment and interpretation of reading abilities will be utilized in designing classroom instruction. Clinical and field experiences are an integral part of this course. 

	EDEM 499C. Senior Teaching Seminar. (3-0-3); I, II. Prerequisite: an application of previous learning in development of effective instructional strategies, human interaction skills, classroom management, and use of technology. Co-requisite, one of the following: EDEE 423, EDMG 446, EDSP 435, 437, IECE 425. An orientation to the student teaching semester and the role of responsible teaching in the public school. 

	EDSP 230. Education of Exceptional Children. (3-0-3); I, II. Prerequisite: PSY 154. Procedures for identification, education, and treatment of exceptional children--the gifted, those with low intelligence, and handicapped--including behavioral deviations. 

	EDSP 235. Including Students with Diverse Needs in the Classroom. (3-1-3); II, III in even years. Prerequisite: EDSP 230. This course will develop the skills and information needed by teachers to build inclusive learning communities within the schools. Crucial to achieving this end is: 1) the development of the skills needed to work with colleagues to create a classroom environment that accommodates the full range of diversity found in today's schools, and 2) a working knowledge of the legal requirements related to meeting the needs of diverse students. 

	EDSP 320. Introduction to Corrective Speech. (3-0-3); I. Introductory course in speech correction for classroom teacher. (Same as SPCH 320.) 

	EDSP 350. Characteristics of Individuals with Mental Retardation and Orthopedic Handicaps. (2-2-3); I, II, III. Prerequisite: EDSP 230 or appropriate introductory course. Biological, physical, etiological, psychological, and educational characteristics of individuals demonstrating significant deviations in mental or physical behavior. The likely needs of these mentally retarded and orthopedically impaired individuals discussed in light of their presenting problems. 

	EDSP 356. Applied Behavior Analysis. (2-2-3); I, III in odd years. Prerequisites: EDSP 230 and EDSP 350. Course is part of the MSD block and all block courses must be taken concurrently. Provides student with an introduction to applied behavior analysis procedures. The design and implementation of specific strategies that will support the establishment of effective instructional environments will be examined. Topics will include behavior management and training strategies, data based programming, and field-based teacher research methods. 

	EDSP 370. Assessment of Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities. (3-0-3); I, III in odd years. Prerequisite: EDSP 350. Co-requisite: EDSP 370. Involves procedures for assessment of the behavioral and educational performance of individuals with moderate to severe disabilities including task analysis, sequencing behavioral skills and designing individual instructional programs. 

	EDSP 371. Field Experiences in Assessment of Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities. (0-2-1); II, III in odd years. Prerequisite: EDSP 350. Co-requisite: EDSP 370. This field placement in programs serving students with moderate and severe disabilities will provide the student with an opportunity to understand the relevant characteristics of this group and apply the assessment strategies being studied in the co-requisite. 

	EDSP 372. Transition to Adult Life. (3-3-3); II, III in odd years. Prerequisites: EDSP 230 and EDSP 350. Prepares teachers of students with moderate and severe disabilities to effectively plan for and support students moving from school to adult life. This entails skill development in the area of planning processes, vocational training, support development, developing functional skills and preparation of Individualized Transition Plans (ITPs). 

	EDSP 373. Curriculum for Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities. (3-0-3); I, III in even years. Prerequisite: EDSP 370. Examines the components of functional curriculums for students with moderate and severe disabilities. Also examines strategies to manage a program of community-based instruction, to support the inclusion of students with moderate and severe disabilities in a variety of school and community settings and to conduct authentic assessment of student learning. 

	EDSP 374. Teaching Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities. (3-0-3); I, III in even years. This course is part of the MSD block and all block courses must be taken concurrently. Examines the critical components of an effective educational program for students with moderate and severe disabilities including the development of Individual Education Plans (IEPs), techniques for effective instruction, strategies for behavior management, approaches to systematic data based instruction, collaboration with families, and interdisciplinary collaboration. 

	EDSP 375. Practicum in Education of Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities. (0-4-2); I, III in even years. This course is part of the MSD block and all block courses must be taken concurrently. Field placement in programs serving students with moderate and severe disabilities will provide the student with an opportunity to understand the physically, behaviorally, and educationally relevant characteristics of this group and apply planning and teaching strategies being studied in the co-requisite course. 

	EDSP 437. Student Teaching Practicum in Education of Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities. (6-12 credit hours); I, II. Prerequisite: Admission to T.E.P.; attainment of 2.5 GPA on residence courses at MSU; 2.5 GPA on all work in are of concentration, major(s), and minor(s); minimum of one semester residence; and approval of University Teacher Education Council. Placement is in public school setting with students with moderate and severe disabilities. Development of a new teacher portfolio that documents mastery of the performance

	EDSP 551. Curriculum for Pre-School Exceptional Children. (2-2-3); II, III. Prerequisites: EDSP 230 and 360. Designed to prepare the teacher to work with pre-school children having handicapping conditions. Curriculum procedures involving perpetual-motor activities, prosthetic devices, and system approaches in special education featured. 


Field Experiences

Every class in the program has specific field hour requirements, but the strength of this program lies in the incremental development of sustained field experiences.  Clinical and Field Experiences occur at four levels:  Level 1 experiences occur in introductory theory courses and involve the candidates in observations and participation in classrooms and other public school settings; Level II experiences occur in applied theory and introductory pedagogy courses and involve the candidates in further observation followed by application with individual students or small groups; Level III experiences occur in methods courses where candidates work in public school
classrooms to teach small and large groups of students; and, Level IV experiences are clinical experiences consisting of student teaching.  Table 1 on page 9 shows how these experiences are embedded in courses in this program

If the candidates are pursuing the program as designed  one year before student teaching they will spend 30 hours in three class rooms.  They will spend 10 hours each in an elementary, a middle, and a high school program for students with moderate and severe disabilities.  This reflects the fact that individuals obtaining this certification will be certified for primary through twelfth grade.  

In the fall semester before student teaching, candidates in this program participate in the MSD block of method classes and practicum.  As they are taking classes, they spend at least 90 hours across a ten-week period working in one school under the supervision of a cooperating teacher with students with moderate and severe disabilities with regular visit from program faculty.  There is a specific group of assigned tasks for them do during this placement.  The program coordinator works with the candidates to assure that this placement is coordinated with their student teaching placement in a manner that will prepare them appropriately to work with any age students.  Therefore, if a candidate does the block practicum in an elementary school they will do their student teaching in a middle or high school and vice a versa.

Critical Knowledge and Skills

Since the common core of knowledge for beginning special education teachers is essentially an effort to translate best practice information into competencies, this knowledge base integrates seamlessly with the candidates’ mastery of Kentucky’s New Teacher Standards.  The specific knowledge and skill identified by the Council for Exceptional Children essentially elaborates on the more concise list of indicators found in Kentucky’s standards.  The following tables outline where each element in this complex knowledge base is addressed.  As describe in the summary of the New Teacher Standards there is a continuum inherent in our program ranging from an expectation that the candidates have a basic level of awareness in lower level classes to a reasonable degree of sophisticated application by the time they completes student teaching.  

· Table 2 on page 12 addresses the common core of knowledge and skill for all beginning special education teachers.  

· Table 3, found on page 22 and following, outlines knowledge and skills for all beginning special education teachers of students with disabilities in individualized independence curriculums.  

· Table 4 located on page 32 shows the connection between program courses and the New Teacher Standards.  

Final critical themes for all beginning teacher as articulated by NCATE and major Kentucky specific initiative related to curriculum and assessment are woven into the fabric of our candidate experiences.  Literally every course in the MSD program make sure that the critical themes are addressed.  In a similar vein a ongoing knowledge of Kentucky program of studies and related curricular documents is structured into the program.  Tables 5 and 6 found on pages 33 and 34 outline where this information is addressed within this program. The following excerpt from the syllabus for EDSP 370 Assessment of Students with Moderate and Severe Disabilities gives some indication of how instructors address NCATE themes in their course.

CRITICAL THEMES.  A series of key themes have been identified as essential to the successful preparation of teachers at the dawn of the 21st century.  As indicated below this course attempts to systematically address these themes.

· Diversity.  It is critical that all teachers be prepared to work with students who represent the full range of cultural, racial, ethnic, religious, gender, and ability difference found in modern America.  The understanding and effective response to diversity of ability is the centerpiece of this entire course as evidenced by its strong emphasis on inclusion.  .

· Intellectual vitality.  Today’s teachers must be challenged to high achievement and to become a model of life long learner for their future students.  The course objectives, activities, and assignments challenge the candidates to think critically about the concepts presented in the courses and see the field as in a constant state of change.  

· Technology.  The effective integration of technology into the instructional process is given in today’s world.  Technology is used in the delivery of this class by interactive television, use of the internet as a required tool to access course materials, and in assignments which call on the candidates to effectively use computers and related technology.  Additionally, an awareness of the growing field of assistive technology is incorporated into course content. 

· Professional community.  A teacher does not work in isolation.  The skills of teamwork and collaboration are critical to solving the complex problems we all face.  Developing of collaborative working skills and teaming is the central focus of course content and projects.  As noted throughout this course this extends beyond work with other professionals to emphasis the important role of parents and other family members.

· Evaluation.  The teacher in preparation should be provided with clear criteria against which to judge his or her performance and progress in developing professional competencies.  Candidates are consistently presented with a criteria checklist that outlines the specific expectations of each assignment. 

· Performance assessment.  Candidates knowledge and skills should be authentically assessed in situations that are tied to demands they will face in their future professional life.  Candidates are engaged in working as members of a team within the classroom.  Additionally the major course projects are tied into the candidate applying the knowledge gained in this course in the co-requisite field experience.

III.  Assessment

Consistent with the pedagogical balance expressed in the “Educator as Architect” theme, both traditional academic assessments and authentic assessments are used throughout special education teacher programs.  In addition to a wide variety of individual course assessments, all teacher education programs include entrance assessments, on-going assessments, and exit assessments. All three levels include traditional academic measures, considerations of dispositions, and documentation of candidate performance on authentic tasks. The culminating assessment is a portfolio of candidate work over the course of his/her program, completed and submitted during the student teaching semester. (NCATE Conceptual Framework Morehead State University, p17-18).  

A. Assessment of Candidates: 

All MSD candidates are engaged in a continuing process of on-going assessment in every course they take as part of their program.  Mastery of the New Teacher standards and the essential competencies outlined in the previous section are assessed throughout the program. Program faculty require candidates to demonstrate mastery based on implementation of key concepts in authentic settings, thus enabling the faculty to use techniques other than traditional procedures to assess progress.  While all MSD candidates are continually assessed, information about their qualification and progress is examined at several specific points during their work.  This process is summarize in Table 6 on page 39 and described in the following discussion.

Admission to TEP program.  

MSD teacher education candidates must meet the following requirements to be eligible to apply for admission to the TEP. 

· All candidates must have completed a minimum of 30 semester hours to include: 
PSY 154, SPCH 108, ENG 100 & 200 and EDF 207 & 211 (or HS 253 in lieu of EDF 211) with a minimum grade of "C" is required in each course. 

· Minimum overall grade point average of 2.50 on all course work completed at Morehead state University and other accredited and approved institutions.

· The candidate must complete a writing sample before the TEP admission interview;

· The candidate must receive a positive recommendation from the College Admission Interview Committee;

· The candidates applying for admission to the TEP must satisfactorily meet one of the following plan requirements.

Formal Application TEP Procedure:  Formal application for admission to the Teacher Education Program is designed to be completed by the end of their sophomore year. Candidates are to file their applications for admission to the Teacher Education Program with the Teacher Education Admission Coordinator. The application for admission to the program is a portfolio. The portfolio is to include:

· an up-to-date official transcript ;.

· an up-to-date official degree audit check sheet;

· three (3) recommendations from faculty members.*  

· maximum of three pages, double spaced typed statement of the candidate's philosophy of education including the relationship of education to society 

· a resume 

· a half page, double spaced typed description of relevant experiences the candidate has had in working with children or youth. Supporting material may be attached.

All items cannot be older than one year old at the time of the candidate's application to the Teacher Education Program.  After the portfolio has been screened and the writing sample has been completed, the candidate will take the portfolio, which will include the writing sample, to the Chairperson of Admissions Interview Committee of their college to establish an interview time. Following the interview the portfolio is to be returned to the Teacher Education Admissions Coordinator by the Chairperson of the Interview Committee.

Admission Interview Committee:  The interview committee interviews each teacher education applicant and make a recommendation to the University Teacher Education Committee on the applicant’s academic, professional and personal fitness to become a teacher.  Candidates must score at least 35 points on their interview before their interview committee can recommend them for admission.  All members of the committee must sign interview committee forms. 

Retention requirements: Retention in the Teacher Education Program is dependent upon the maintenance of the levels of performance required for admission.  Any candidate denied admission to, or suspended form, the Teacher Education Program may reapply for admission once each semester through the Teacher Education Admissions Coordinator.  Candidates charged with violations of criminal law be suspended from the Teacher education Program.  

Student Teaching Application.  The second assessment occurs when candidates apply for student teaching.  The following requirements must be met:   1) admission to the TEP; 2) GPA of 2.50 on a 4.0 scale on all course work completed; 3) GPA of 2.50 on a 4.0 scale in professional education courses; 5) completion of the following courses:  all regular education anda special education methods courses; 6) 75% of the course requirements in each academic component must be completed (for candidates pursuing dual certification); 7) successful completion of pre-student teaching laboratory experiences associated with courses in the professional education sequence.  

Program Completion.  In order to be awarded this degree, the candidates must complete the following:

· Satisfy general degree requirements;

·  Complete all program requirement as outlined on the signed program check sheet;

·  Develop the competencies related to common core of knowledge  and skills for special education teachers and New Teachers Standards as evidenced in student teaching portfolio. (se next section).

On-going Assessment of Critical Knowledge and Skills.  

As shown in the previous section of this document this program systematically addresses both the essential knowledge base for teachers of students with moderate and severe disabilities and the new teachers performance standards.  The program seeks to insure the quality of its graduates by tying classroom experience to intensive on-going involvement in settings that provide education to students with moderate and severe disabilities.   Every course entails some level of field experience.  This enables the faculty and cooperating teachers in the field to use techniques other than traditional classroom procedures to assess candidate progress.  Every component of this program uses various forms of authentic assessment procedures to evaluate candidate performance in direct interaction with students with moderate and severe disabilities.  

While every course has some form of field experience, the program uses two pre-student teaching field experiences as essential elements in the process of skill development and student assessment.  The first of these field experiences focuses on assessment (EDSP 371) and the second, the pre-student teaching practicum (EDSP 375), is central to the MSD methods block of four concurrent courses.  The combination of classroom and field experience provides an invaluable opportunity to conduct authentic in vivo assessment of the candidate's mastery of program objectives.  Specifically, as they progress through the program candidates are required to  develop a set of interrelated portfolios which will culminate in the new teacher portfolio developed during student teaching.  As part of their course work candidates will produce the following portfolios documenting their developing mastery of the new teacher standards:

1) Assessment and IEP development in EDSP 370 & EDSP 371;

2) Curriculum and instructional design in EDSP 373 and EDSP 375; and 

3) Instruction and classroom management in EDSP 374, EDSP 356, and EDSP 375.

Student Teaching Portfolio.  One of the culminating events for all programs in this department is the Student Teaching or Eligibility Portfolio, a collection of exemplars to demonstrate competencies in the New Teacher Standards (NTS).  Artifacts from the student teaching experience are collected throughout this semester.  Near the end of the semester, the candidate selects work from this working portfolio to construct the eligibility portfolio.  This crticial document is then organized and presented for the purpose of providing evidence of competence in understanding and practicing the NTS.  This portfolio is assessed at the end of the student teaching semester.

Before being certified as eligible for certification each candidate must also successful complete the required PRAXIS II examinations.

	1.a PRAXIS data for 2001-2002 is difficult to interpret.  A mix of students who have not completed course work are now taking PRAXIS as a pre-requisite for students teaching.  The reporting of some data makes it impossible to differentiate these students from program completers.  Therefore,  data reporting a failure rate of approximately  33% on the PRAXIS tests are not a valid data-base for program completers.  

All but one of the students in the available data set scored within the average range on these subtests.  The vast majority exceeded the national median in this area
